Discussion Questions

We can be forgiven (Romans 4:25)
We donâ€™t have to fear death (Acts 1:3 & 2 Corinthians 4:8-9, 14)
We can receive the Holy Spirit (Acts 1:8 & Romans 8:11)
We are loved by God (John 3:16-17; 13:34-35)
We have a purpose for living (Mark 8:35; 2 Corinthians 4:17-18)
We can go to heaven (1 Peter 1:4; 1 Corinthians 2:9; John 14:6; Romans 10:9)
